Dear All, 

SURREY SPORTSHALL 2009/10
Firstly an introduction; my name is Paul Andrews and I am a coach with Epsom & Ewell Harriers. I have been attending Sportshall for a few years now and last year I was our clubs team manager.
 I know Michael spoke to all of us looking for someone to take the baton from him going forward and luckily enough I have some flexibility in my work which will allow me to take on the challenge.

I must at this point thank Michael and all of his family for their incredible work over the years and for assisting me, for the upcoming Sportshall season.
 We have decided this year to make more use of email sending out letters and declaration sheet masters etc but obviously if you need hard copies posted please let me know.
The new season of Sportshall Athletics for U13/U15 Boys and Girls is upon us. The meetings will all take place at the Guildford Spectrum. The confirmed dates are:-

1)   25 October 2009

2)   29 November 2009
    
3)   24 January 2010
U13/U15 

Entries will be on a “first come/first served” basis with just the one proviso that we give priority to ‘A’ teams if there is a very large number of teams entered. Individual numbers will again be used for competitors as it does make life easier for both the competitors and the recorders. PLEASE let me know how many teams (age group and gender) you wish to enter by the 12th October to give me time to allocate competitor numbers and to prepare and send you the declaration sheets. Replies would be preferred by email if possible.
As was started last year there will be an entry fee per competitor at each meeting. I think that this is the fairest method and will help to encourage those clubs who cannot fill a full team. The fee will be £2.00 per competitor per competition. At the end of the season I will count the number of competitors attending (from the declaration sheets) and send each club an account
Timetables (with the usual start and finish times) covering the three meetings are enclosed. The events are the same as last season, noting that the U13 Girls and U13 Boys High Jump will only take place on the 29 November 2009 and that the U13Girls and Boys have a Triple Jump on 24 January 2010.

U13/U15 REGIONAL/NATIONAL FINALS

The Regional Final, organized by ‘Sportshall Associates’ will take place at ‘The Triangle’ Burgess Hill in Sussex on  14th February 2010. The Counties likely to be taking part are Oxfordshire, Berkshire, Buckinghamshire, Sussex, Hampshire, Kent, Isle of Wight and Surrey.

The date for the National Final is awaited. 

AGE GROUPS
We carry forward the summer season age groups for Sportshall 
The U13s should have been under 13 years of age at midnight on 31 August 09
The U15s should have been under 15 years of age at midnight on 31 August 09 and must be at least 13 years of age on the competition day.
These rules give a rather odd situation in that a 13 year old could compete in either the U13 group or the U15 group. You might find this advantageous when picking your teams.

U17 SPORTSHALL
Once again I propose to allow U17s to take part. Choosing the events that they like. The events for U17 Women are 2 laps, 4 laps, LJ, VJ, SB and Shot. For the U17 Men they are 2 laps, 4 laps, Shot, SB, TJ and LJ. There were very few takers last season but as they seemed to enjoy themselves so I think it is still worthwhile offering these youngsters the opportunity to take part. The timetable includes the U17 events. I think the arrangement of events allows each competitor a reasonable opportunity to take part. 

Entry will be ‘on the day’ with a number collected from the recording table. The entry fee is £2.00 per meeting to be paid when obtaining the competition number. 

MEETING SUPPORT
I am hoping that our usual stalwart team of volunteers (Marilyn Parsons for Guildford Spectrum as local coordinator, Don Turner - results and Lynne Reed - recording) together with all of our Surrey track and field officials will all kindly assist again.
